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POZNAŃ INTERNATIONAL FAIR GOLD MEDAL COMPETITION

WINE COMPETITION AT THE
INTERNATIONAL FOOD PRODUCTS AND CATERING TRADE FAIR 
POLAGRA FOOD 2011
    REGULATIONS 


§1

The best wine product competition is organized on behalf of the Poznań International Fair Ltd. in Poznań by the BIT-Biznes -Innowacje -Technologie Sp. z o.o. 

§2

1. PIF Gold Medal Competition is open to all wine producers and distributors, who take part in the POLAGRA FOOD trade fair. Each wine can compete in the categories announced by the organizer for a given year. The same wine cannot be entered into the competition more than once. Each product entered into the competition can originate from any vine-growing region all over the world.

2.The competition is open to all the wines from any and all domains, cooperatives and cellars: 

· quiet wines (white, red and rosé) of all the wine brands, vines varieties and any wine vats and taste 

· Champagne sparkling wines 

· sparkling wines 

· liqueur wines.

3. In 2011 the competition is organized in the following categories: quiet wines (white and red ) and Champagne sparkling wines. 

4. All the wines entered into the competition will be evaluated with respect to their:  clarity, colour, aroma, bouquet, strength, content of: tannin and sugar as well as their balance and general impression. The Competition Jury will also take into account the packaging, its appearance ( aesthetical values)  and correct labelling. 

§3

1. Entry conditions: 

· Submission of an application on a form enclosed to these  Regulations to BIT-Biznes-Innowacje-Technologie Sp. z o.o. in Poznań by the 20th August 2011, 

· With the application the applicant must deliver until the 20th August, 2011 three bottles of wine, which will be used by the Competition Committee to make an organoleptic examination, 

· Each application must be accompanied by a completed wine card and results of the physical and chemical analyses. 

· All the wines must respect the production  and labeling rules in force in the country of their production as well as EU regulations; copies of certificates, approvals and other statements must be enclosed. 

· The applicant must document possession of a minimum reserve of a given wine, i.e. 200 bottles, when making an entry. 

· Each application must also be accompanied by a proof of payment of the entry fee in the amount of 160 Euro per submitted wine. Payment should be made into the account of BIT-Biznes-Innowacje-Technologie Sp. z o.o. in Poznań and proof sent by the 20th August 2011.

The application, wine card and any additional information materials about the product should be submitted in Polish or English. The materials enclosed with the application are non-returnable. 

2. Application to the Competition may be withdrawn (only written cancellations are proper and valid). Half of the fee for participation in the Competition is refundable if the application is withdrawn up to 20 days before the commencement of the trade event.

§4

1.Products entered into the Competition are judged by the Competition Jury, appointed by the President of the Poznań International Fair. 

2.Application and enclosed materials are verified – formally and with respect to their comprehensiveness - by BIT - BIZNES – INNOWACJE – TECHNOLOGIE Sp. z o.o., their content-related evaluation is executed by the Competition Committee, appointed by the PIF President of the Board and composed of enologists, wine growers , sommeliers, journalists of specialist magazines. 

3.Wines are judged by the Competition Committee on the basis of organoleptic examination of the samples delivered before the fair (the judges have no earlier knowledge about the wines) and then on the basis of the enclosed materials. On this foundation wines nominated for the award by the Competition Jury  are passed to the Competition Jury. The chairman of the Committee is to deliver results of examination to the Competition Jury. The Competition Committee may exclude some wines from the Competition without giving any reasons for its decisions. 

4. Some 10 – 20 days before the fair’s opening the Competition Jury judges definitely estimates wines on the basis of the established criteria and the opinions of the Competition Committee. Awarded wines are chosen in secret ballot. 

5.The Competition Jury works on the basis of the regulations established by the President of the Poznań International Fair. 

§5

1.Sessions of the Competition Jury are secret and its decisions are final. 

2.The wine entered into the Competition will not be judged by the Competition Committee if the application does not comply with the Regulations and in case when the wine samples for the organoleptic examination reach the organizers later than the 20th  August 2011 or wines submitted to the Competition are not displayed at the stand during the fair. 

§6

The wine entered into the Competition can be awarded with the Gold Medal of the Poznań International Fair only once. 

§7

1.The Competition Jury shall announce its PIF Gold Medal decision  on the day of this decision

2.BIT BIZNES – INNOWACJE – TECHNOLOGIE Sp. z o.o. shall inform companies, which entered their products into the competition, that their product has been  awarded. Date of this notification is the same as established in the point 1.

3. The PIF Gold Medal is presented by the President of the PIF Management Board and the Chairman of the Competition Jury at the official ceremony on the first day of the fair. 

§8

1.The list of wines awarded with the PIF Gold Medal is published in the bulletin of the Poznań International Fair, on the web site of BIT: www.binte.pl and in branch periodicals. 

2.Records of the wines awarded with the PIF Gold Medal are maintained by BIT - BIZNES – INNOWACJE – TECHNOLOGIE Sp. z o.o.

3.Exhibitors and wine producers, whose wines have been awarded with the Gold Medal of the Poznań International Fair , can publish information about the award in their advertising materials and in other publications. The logo of the PIF Gold Medal can be put on the label and outer packaging of the wine, with information when the Gold Medal was achieved.
